INTRODUCTION:

Practitioners need to keep informed on recent developments in the courts and legislature on probate and succession. There have been several important judgments and significant legislative changes which impact on practice in this area, on tax, costs, section 117 claims, cross-border and international succession, and the duty of care of solicitors when handling wills and probate. Other issues also arise on the position of cohabitees, separated and divorced spouses and children born outside marriage. A new measure on succession is coming down the tracks from Europe, which will present new difficulties (and opportunities) whether Ireland opts in or stays out, as is its entitlement.

He has published a number of texts, including the book Pre-Nuptial Agreements (Round Hall, 2007).  He practices in family law, chancery law, commercial law and general common law.

William Binchy is Regius Professor of Laws at Trinity College, Dublin. He is the author of Irish Conflicts of Law. He was invited by the European Parliament this year to address its Legal Affairs Committee on the implications of Ireland's failure to opt in to the forthcoming Regulation on Succession.
Mr. John O’Connor BA, LLB, LLM, FCI Arb is a qualified solicitor and Principal of John O’Connor Solicitors Ballsbridge.  He is a member of the Council of Law Society Council of Ireland and a consultant to its probate, trust and taxation Committees.  John O’Connor is also member the World Council of Society of Trusts and Estates Practioners (STEP) and of the Joint Committee on Family Law and Succession Law of Conseil des Barreaux de l'Union européenne (C.C.B.E.). A member of the Association of Contentious Trust and Estate Lawyers (ACTAPS), he has lectured extensively in the area of wills, trusts, probate litigation and the law of legal capacity and mental health.

Mr. Niall O’Hanlon BA (Hons) LLM (Commercial Law), FCA, AITI, A.M., BL is a practising barrister and lecturer in Tax Law at Trinity College Dublin. He is also a qualified chartered accountant, having previously worked for a Big Four practice, and an associate of the Irish Taxation Institute. Niall has a substantial revenue law practice and he has written and lectured extensively in the area of taxation. 

Dr. Des Ryan LL.B., B.C.L., M.A., Ph.D., B.L. lectures in Legal Systems and Employment Law at Trinity College Dublin. He has published widely on tort law in a number of journals. Professional negligence law is amongst his areas of research interest. He is co-author of Employment Law in Ireland (Clarus Press, 2009) and is co-editor of the Employment Law Review (First Law), a quarterly publication dedicated to analysing significant developments in Irish and European Employment Law.
