Effects of price support 
Classes take the form of three student presentations, followed by questions and comments. Each presentation should be based on Powerpoint, and should be a maximum of 6 slides. The presentation should not take longer than 10 minutes, with 5 minutes for questions. 

In order to get the most out of the classes, each student is asked to prepare the questions before coming to class.

1. Using a diagram, discuss the implications of the CAP for the UK [The UK is a net importing member state, so the diagram will be different to the diagram given in the handout].  

2. Discuss Zanias’ methodology and conclusions that Ireland has been the major beneficiary from the CAP.

3. Discuss the distribution of direct payments to farmers in Ireland on the basis of the tables in the Commission’s 2004 report on the distribution of CAP payments. Is the distribution of payments in Ireland more or less equal than payments in the EU as a whole? (Best way to answer this would be to draw a Lorenz curve of the distribution of direct payments in Ireland to compare to the EU).
