Class 8  Doha Round negotiations
Classes take the form of three student presentations, followed by questions and comments. Each presentation should be based on Powerpoint slides, and should be a maximum of 6 slides. The presentation should not take longer than 10 minutes, with 5 minutes for questions. Please send me your slides before the morning of the class so that I can make acetates for your presentation.

In order to get the most out of the classes, each student is asked to prepare the questions before coming to class.

1. Market access negotiations

Discuss the extent of convergence in positions among WTO members with respect to market access represented by the Revised Draft Modalities of February 2008.

2. Domestic support negotiations
The US and the EU have different positions on domestic support. Discuss how the Revised Draft Modalities of February 2008 takes these positions on board.

3. Export competition negotiations

The EU has offered to phase out export subsidies by 2013, but wants in return disciplines on export credits, food aid and state trading enterprises. Explain in what ways these instruments can act equivalent to export subsidies and why the EU wants them disciplined.
