(basically a summary of the paper except for the sections on food security and rural development)

2. Using the OECD Agricultural Policies in OECD Countries report for 2006, describe and comment on some of the main trends over time, cross-country comparisons and cross-commodity comparisons highlighted in that report.

(ideally, you should try to copy some of the graphs and tables from the electronic version of the chapter. To do this, download the chapter from the SourceOECD website (you need to have access to TCD library for this, or email me and I will send it to you). Use the Snapshot tool in Adobe Acrobat Reader to copy the images and past them into Powerpoint. If you are not familiar with how to do this, come and see me)

3. Present the critique and responses to the critique made in the Tangermann paper on PSEs.
